RE: Oppose Senate Bill 460- Dog Breeder Restrictions
Dear Senator  _______:
I am writing you today because I am concerned about Senate Bill 460, a measure that imposes numerous regulations on anyone owning 15 or more female intact dogs at significant cost to the state. As a constituent and responsible dog breeder, I am extremely concerned about the horrible conditions in which some dogs live, but I ask that you oppose this burdensome and ineffective legislation.

Senate Bill 460 will not improve the welfare of dogs in North Carolina, but it will hurt responsible breeders who strive to raise healthy, well cared-for dogs and work to ensure that these puppies are placed with responsible owners.  In addition, this bill allows for a warrantless search and inspection of my home and private property without probable cause at any time of day or night- a direct violation of my rights as a responsible citizen of this state.
This ineffective bill will also cost the state over $400,000 a year to enforce at a time when the state has no extra money.  Stronger enforcement of North Carolina’s current, effective animal cruelty laws would be a better solution than enacting this bill at the taxpayer’s expense.
I respectfully ask that you support responsible owners, breeders, and North Carolina taxpayers by opposing Senate Bill 460.
