I am writing you today because I am concerned about House Bill 1332, a measure that would impose unreasonable regulations on responsible dog breeders and allow for warrantless searches of private property. As a constituent and responsible dog breeder, I am extremely concerned about the horrible conditions in which some dogs live, but I ask that you oppose this burdensome and ineffective legislation.

As a taxpayer I am also concerned that passage of this bill would cost the state an additional $441,000 even as the state anticipates a $600 million revenue shortfall in 2010. 

I respectfully ask that you support responsible owners and breeders by opposing House Bill 1332, and work instead on responsible, effective legislation that will address the issue of irresponsible ownership without taking away the rights responsible breeders.
