I am writing you today because I am concerned about House Bill 3180, a measure that imposes numerous regulations many responsible dog breeders and limits the number of dogs a person can own. As a constituent and responsible dog breeder I ask that you oppose this burdensome and ineffective legislation.

Rather than focusing on ownership limits, concentrating animal control efforts on dogs whose behavior demonstrates that they are a problem for the community, and investigating credible animal cruelty complaints would be a much better use of taxpayer funds.

I respectfully ask that you support responsible owners and breeders by opposing House Bill 3180.
